Many miracles are attributed to her  
intercession which are often accompanied by an unexpected 
manifestation of roses to the petitioner. Her depiction stands 
at the rear of the south side of the church.  We are also 
blessed at this parish to have a certified bone relic of St. 
Therese of Lisieux in our relic collection.
